This complex was once the world’s largest distillery. Now it’s a
romantic, creative, and pedestrian-only village whose
cobblestone streets are lined with great theatres, galleries,
restaurants, cafes, and boutiques.

See the history of the railway in Toronto at this 9,300
square-metre roundhouse that once had stalls to repair and
maintain up to 32 locomotives. The building was in use until 1986,
when the Canadian Pacific Railway donated the location to the city

to become a museum.

North America’s largest downtown shopping centre is bursting

with four levels of great shops and services under a spectacular
vaulted glass ceiling. The mall is so large that there is a subway
station at either end!

IYonge-Dundas Square busstop @

This exciting public square regularly hosts concerts, fairs,
promotions and a variety of other events. The Square is well
situated at the city’s busiest intersection, surrounded by three
shopping centres, loads of restaurants, and overlooked by the
country’s tallest media tower.

A year-round celebration of the arts! Check out music and
dance in 12 diverse venues, buy food and souvenirs at the
World Café and the International Marketplace, and enjoy free
outdoor concerts at the WestJet Stage.

Two City Halls located right across the street from one another.
The older of the two features elaborate stone carvings and a
spectacular clock tower while the newer one is a
futuristic-looking complex fronted by a beautiful public square.
